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Sub matter 5A Employment Land Policies - Woking 14 December 2006

EEF South agrees with the need to assess the employment needs of the local economy and workforce.  However the policy also needs to be supportive of engineering and manufacturing businesses who also contribute substantially to the economy;-
· EEF South believes that appropriately located employment land is essential to the economic sustainability of the region i.e. new sites with access to labour supply and new housing sites with access to jobs.  We would therefore urge planners to consult with business and consider carefully the implications of using employment land for other uses before making decisions.  
· EEF South believes inappropriate use of employment land could hamper business expansion and development.  Care should therefore be taken over mixed use development where industry and residential areas requirements may not be compatible.

· EEF South agrees that development in the rural areas must maintain sustainable, diverse, economic communities and guard against all jobs and services migrating to the urban centres leaving dormitory settlements in ‘residual’ areas.
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
