7B.1
Is the proposed apportionment of secondary and recycled materials fair and appropriate (Policy M2)?

1
Kent County Council takes the view that the proposed apportionment is both fair and appropriate.

2
The Land Use Consultants report of November 2005
 provided a transparent means for identifying the contribution that each MPA should make to the regional target for increasing the use of recycled and secondary aggregates. The apportionment methodology has been subject to extensive debate and is in the main agreed and should be carried forward as proposed.

3.
Proposed Policy M2 advises that MPAs should ensure that the apportionment be taken forward through provision and the identification of sites, in ‘their minerals development frameworks’.  In Kent we are taking forward the 1.4 mtpa apportionment through provision in the waste development framework (with suitable cross-references between the two frameworks).

We would suggest that the reference to ‘minerals development frameworks’ be widened by the removal of the word ‘minerals’ from the phrase.
