7B.1 
Is the proposed apportionment of secondary and recycled materials fair and appropriate (Policy M2)?
1. The apportionment for MK in Policy M2 (0.2 million tonnes per year) is significantly higher than we are currently providing (68% higher), and nearly 50% higher than existing and planned construction and demolition capacity (sites with planning permission) to 2016.

2. MKC’s adopted Minerals Local Plan supports the use of secondary and recycled aggregates and provides a criteria-based policy (MLP5) to identify suitable sites for processing and recycling. 

3. MK has few suitable brownfield sites and only a limited number of industrial estates suitable for processing and recycling. One operator, on a temporary site at a quarry, has been looking for a more suitable site for a number of years, including in the open countryside surrounding the city.

4. The apportionment methodology puts a high weighting on population growth. However, as a new town, the majority of development in MK will be on greenfield sites which will not generate recycled material to be used as aggregate. 

5. MKC continues to support the use of recycled aggregates but as there is limited potential in the city, it may be difficult to meet our apportionment target and the apportionment should be adjusted to consider that population growth does not necessary mean that more recycled aggregate will be produced.
