Paragraphs 6.1 – introduces that regional self-sufficiency should involve using the “Nearest appropriate facilities” – However it would be useful for SERA to identify how is this defined? With regards hazardous waste the SERA (2005) ‘Overview of hazardous waste in SE England’ report considers that Gloucestershire’s landfill is within a “reasonable distance” from the north and west of the SE Region. This is based on a 90-minute drive, which they consider to be “reasonable estimate for road based transport”. It is unclear within what parameters this is considered to be ‘reasonable’. Currently hazardous waste is also imported into Gloucestershire from London, which lies beyond the 90 minute ‘reasonable distance’. The SERA (2005) report goes on to identify that Stable Non Reactive Hazardous waste (SNRHW), which can be disposed of in specialist cells of non-hazardous waste landfill sites, could also go to hazardous waste landfills outside of the SE region. The 90-minute distance being applied in that instance also. This has an impact on the level of provision that SERA consider its sub-regions should make. Is it appropriate that SNRHW, which could be disposed of in appropriately engineered non-hazardous landfills, is transported considerable distances beyond regional boundaries for disposal in solely hazardous landfill sites? From Gloucestershire’s perspective this is not considered to be reasonable or appropriate and would not appear to come within the definition of the nearest appropriate facilities.
