The SERA ‘Overview of hazardous waste in SE England’ report (2005) identifies that 16% (71,550tpa) of the SE’s hazardous waste is sent to the South West. Environment Agency data for 2003 indicates that 28,000 tonnes (comprising largely thermal process wastes, APCs, oils and waste water) came to Gloucestershire. In return, EA data shows that around 500 tonnes of oils and ‘unspecified’ hazardous wastes went the other way. Additionally the SERA report identifies that three additional EfW plants may come on line by 2007, giving an additional 100,000tpa of thermal residues that require disposal. In determining future capacity requirements in the SE, the report concludes, “where existing capacity is based outside the region a judgement will need to be made as to whether this capacity should be relied upon…”. This though is caveated with the potential for a quid pro quo scenario to create net self-sufficiency and the market benefits of having more than one site to generate competition.
