In Policy W15 What does the statement “maintain guidance” actually mean in practice?

 Policy W15


It is noted that a priority need for landfill is acknowledged in Policy W15 parts (i) and (v) and by a statement in paragraph 14.3 that “there will be a continuing need for some additional landfill capacity for… residues of recovery processes…”. However, the SE is a significant producer of hazardous waste and the Region should be more specific about broad locations in its administrative area where it will seek to manage these wastes. The terminology is too loose, for example by using the phrase “where necessary”. What strategy will the SE follow if landfill sites for hazardous waste in adjoining regions do not get planning permission to extend the longevity of their operations? Additionally the policy should seek to minimise the production of hazardous waste at source, for example through requiring treatment of hazardous waste on the site where it arises (APC residues from EfW plants could be treated at the plant and then land filled more locally in a SNRHW cell). This approach appears to be where Policy W15’s strategy is heading, but just not explicitly stated as such.
