 Paragraph 20.6 It should be acknowledged that if there is modal shift to increase the amount of minerals imported into the region from elsewhere, that this would have impacts on those areas. The SERA need to be aware as to where those resource areas are and ensure that there is sufficient productive and environmental capacity from those areas for this to happen. It isn’t clear from the text as to what work the SERA have undertaken in this respect. Paragraph 21.1 already notes that significant tonnages of aggregates already come into the South East from other areas such as from the South West region. Paragraph 21.5 (v) also identifies the importation of aggregates as a key part of the SERA overall minerals strategy.

It would appear incumbent on the SERA to put in place a mechanism for collaborative working with other regions or MPAs from which the South East anticipates it will import aggregates from. Only then will it be able to ensure a consistent approach between the objectives of the South East with those MPAs/regions elsewhere. Even if new connections are anticipated, the development of rail or water linked sources of supply will not be without some adverse effects in the supply areas.
