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7A.1 
Is the proposed apportionment of London waste fair and appropriate (Policy W3)?
A1.1
We welcome the Assembly's progress towards apportioning waste to be managed, particularly the waste imported from London and understand that a number of alternative approaches will be put to the Panel based on work undertaken by Jacobs-Babtie.
A1.2
We are not in a position to comment on the merits of one apportionment scenario over another but suggest that, testing at the EiP should include consideration of whether;
· the most acceptable apportionment has been selected in regard to sustainability appraisal and national guidance; and

· proper regard has been given to cross boundary issues to secure the co-ordination of the South East, East and London approaches to the management of waste. 

7A.2 
Is the proposed approach to hazardous waste sufficiently clear (Policy W15)?
A2.1
We would expect the RSS to provide a distribution of hazardous waste tonnage requiring management and a pattern of waste management facilities of national, regional or sub-regional significance. Waste Planning Authorities will need this distribution to inform the preparation of local waste development documents.
A.2.2
The Halcrow work on behalf of the Environment Agency is likely to indicate a significant need for hazardous waste landfill arising from Thames Gateway, for which London has no capacity. We would expect the South East Plan to have regard to this work in reaching an appropriate distribution of hazardous waste and in identifying any broad locations where regionally and sub-regionally significant facilities should be accommodated, as required by PPS10.
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
