Revised policy wording 

41.
In order to resolve our views and concerns, we consider that draft Plan Policies T11 on freight and site safeguarding and T13 on intermodal interchanges should be revised.

42.
First, criterion (ii) to Policy T11 should be amended in the first line by the insertion of ‘sufficient’ before’ sites’ and continued in the last line by ‘to meet the needs of the Region’.  

43.
In Policy T13, the opening sentence should be amended by substituting ‘at least’ for ‘up to’ in the sixth line and by adding after ‘facilities’, ‘one of which should be at Maidstone east’.  

44.
The remainder of Policy T13 should be reworded as follows:-



“Appropriate intermodal interchange sites should be:- 

i)
Well related to rail and road corridors capable of accommodating the anticipated rail freight movements.  The rail corridor to be accessed should be of a standard of no less than Network Rail loading gauge W9.  The accessible road corridor should be preferably motorway standard.

ii)
Well related to proposed markets and London.

iii)
Adequately sized to accommodate the intermodal interchange, together with appropriately rail-served commercial uses and potential for expansion, to assist meeting the objectives of Policy T11(iii).

iv)
Outside of Green Belts, SSSIs and AONBs.

v)
Capable of being laid out to avoid harm to the amenities of neighbouring land uses.

vi)
Well related to the existing built up area of a Regional Hub town and capable of being conveniently accessed by employees using public transport”.  

45.
We request that these changes be incorporated into the South East Plan following its Examination in Public.
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
