Gosport and Fareham Friends of the Earth (G&F FoE) have responded to the plans covering the local authority areas of Portsmouth, Havant, Gosport and Fareham.

We have responded to individual policies and paragraphs. We would like to make a general point that we agree with the findings of the Final Sustainability Report of the South East (SE) Plan (February 2006). However we feel that it does not go far enough a lot more should have been made of the fact that the plans are unsustainable. 


Implementation of the SE Plan will lead to an increase in resource consumption, waste, transport emissions, water consumption, and most importantly a loss of biodiversity. It will lead to an increase in the region’s ecological footprint  - and will fail to solve the region's affordable housing problem or bring improvements to the lives of people living in the pockets of deprivation that exist. It will reduce the quality of life for people and creation.

Strong Measures are needed to protect the ecosystem there is no evidence that behaviour change will happen. 

We feel that the plans as promoted will do nothing for our area and stand by our original submission which we will talk about at the meetings we are attending.
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
