LYDD AIRPORT
15 statements received on pro-forma supporting the SE Plan in not suggesting that Lydd Airport should be expanded. Statements originate from Greatstone, Littlestone, Kennington and Kingsnorth.

Under 8Di.1, Statements draw attention to potential environmental damage including ecological damage to Romney Marsh and the 6 SSSIs, Dungeness National Nature Reserve, the RSPB site and 3 internationally designated sites (SPA, SAC and proposed RAMSAR). Also concerns about potential air pollution including global warming, noise pollution, increased traffic on inadequate roads and proximity to Dungeness Power Station.
Under 8Di.2, Statements suggest that the Plan makes adequate provision for economic growth without the need for Lydd expansion, and point to the relatively low quality of likely jobs. Suggestion that expansion would damage the local tourist economy, and concerns on lack of road and rail infrastructure plus proximity to Dungeness Power Station.
