FIRST TECHNICAL MEETING ON THAMES BASIN HEATHS SPA

You are invited to attend the first technical meeting on the Thames Basin Heaths Special Protection Area and the English Nature Delivery Plan which will take place in the Kemp Room in the HG Wells Conference and Events Centre, Church Street East, Woking from 21 – 23 November 2006.

This invitation is both to the open meeting on the 21 November and the subsequent discussion sessions on the 22 and 23 November.

The meeting will start on 21 November at 1000 and is expected to conclude by 1700.  On the 22 and 23 November the meeting will start at 0930 and continue, if necessary, until 1730.

On 21 November the meeting will start with brief presentations on the Delivery Plan and other more recent related research.  This will be followed by an open discussion on the general impact of further residential development within the vicinity of the SPA, the overall soundness of the English Nature Delivery Plan and the comprehensiveness of the background data/research on which it is based.

The subsequent discussions on the 22 and 23 November will take the form of a round table session.  The discussion will be based on the questions outlined in the attached background paper.

Further details on the arrangements for the meeting will be sent out with a final agenda on 6 November.  However, in order to make the round table discussion on 22 and 23 November workable the number of places around the table will be limited to a maximum of 30.  To facilitate this, the eleven District Councils who have been invited will be expected to share 6 seats at the table and interchange speakers as necessary.  Other organisations will only be allocated one space at the table.  If you consider it necessary for more than one person from your organisation to speak during the discussion the seat will have to be shared with the speakers switching at appropriate points.  
All those participating in the discussion on 22 and 23 November are requested to submit a position paper setting out their views on the questions in the attached background paper by no later than 30 October 2006.  The paper should be of a maximum length of 15 pages (double sided).  The paper may be supported by appendices but these should be limited to no more than 30 pages in length.  There is no need to include in the appendices any documents which are already listed in the EiP library
.  If you consider that there are other relevant core documents which should be included in the EiP Library please forward full details of the document and where it can be obtained from.

Please confirm acceptance of this invite by 16 October and indicate whether you will be attending all three days of the meeting or merely the first day.  Please also let us know who will be representing your organisation.  If more than one person will be attending please indicate how many of them are intending to speak at the meeting.

At the present time it is expected that all those invited to the round-table discussion on 22 and 23 November will also be invited to attend the subsequent technical meetings on 18-20 December 2006 and 2 February 2007.  So please make a note of these dates.  However, if it becomes clear at the first technical meeting that there are other organisations which could make a significant contribution to the subsequent discussions on the outstanding matters the Assessor may decide to make changes to the list of attendees at the subsequent meetings.  Final invites for the second and third technical meetings are expected at this stage to be issued by 1 December 2006 and 19 January 2007.
