The Assessor asked for e copies of GOSE and SEERA population and household projections.  And he asked for District level data.

 

I attach on the left the ONS statistics that I read out at yesterday's TBH Technical Session, together with the underpinning District level data.  The 2003 data are based on registers of births and deaths and airport surveys.  That methodology changed in 2004: those stats are based on registers of births and deaths, airport surveys and the labour force survey (the latter providing more sophisticated information on the distribution of international migrants).  The 2003 household projections - an increase of 21% - amounts to 37,000pa.  There are no 2004 household projections but I understand that Prof King told the main EIP Panel that he expected an increase of 35,000pa - a difference of only 2,000pa.

 

The SEERA data are based on the proposed housing distribution in Policy H1 of the draft SE Plan.  The Assembly has not released District level figures because of the uncertainties at this level.
