Taking into account estimates of 60 pairs at Thursley/Ockley Commons and
50 at West End Common wherte coverage was incompletc the county
population almost certainly exceeded 600 pairs in 1999. Once again, this is the

highest total on record, following another reiatively mild winier and no serious
heath fires during the breeding seazon (although a fire at Pirbright Comumon in
August affocted 25% of the sife). The increase has been particularly marked in
north-west Surrey, where numbers at Chobham and Pirbright Commons are at
three times the level of 1995, The commons in the south-west, which were hit
harder by the cold weather in the 1995/06 winter, have seen a slower increase
but now numbers there, also, exceed those in 1995,

Several sites were colonised or recolonised in 1999 and, in addition, there
were records from the central Surrey heaths outside the breeding season with
one at Reigate Heath from Feb 13th-15th (SHi), three at Banstead Heath on
Mar 23¢d (IPW), one at Netley Heath on Apr 2nd (1PW) and a female at
Headley Heath from Oct 16th—30th, with two birds there on Nov 8th (CRP).
