8Eiii.1 Have the water supply and waste water treatment, and transport implications of the growth been adequately considered (including Policy CO6)?
At this stage in time the projects that we would like to see are included in the plan. Additional projects may be identified in Route Utilisation Strategies and support for these, expressed in the ‘nationally significant’ table, is welcomed.
8Eiii.2 Are the proposals in the Implementation Plan (including for social and green infrastructure) clear, justified and well related to the spatial strategy? What are the priorities?
The two rail related projects identified in the sub-regional investment framework are supported. Network Rail considers the enhancement of Oxford Station to be a high priority scheme. This project involves provision of additional platform for services terminating from the south and revised layout to the north of the station to improve operation of the Oxford-Bicester service in particular, as well as through north – south services. These will improve capacity, capability and performance. The ‘Outcome/Impact’ box of the table should also refer to improving pedestrian capacity of the station, as currently it only refers to services. Enhancement of the pedestrian capacity may well be required to ensure the efficient running of the station, avoid health and safety problems and to mitigate the impact of growth.
