8Eiii Infrastructure and Implementation

8Eiii.1   Have the water supply and waste water treatment, flood risk and transport implications of the growth proposals been adequately considered (including Policy CO6)?
1. Levels of proposed growth in West Oxfordshire reflect, to a certain extent, the limitations of the local transport infrastructure – traffic congestion, particularly along the A40; a limited bus service in much of the rural areas and no easy access to rail services for most of the population.  
8Eiii.2   Are the proposals in the Implementation Plan (including for social and green infrastructure) clear, justified and well related to the spatial strategy? What are the priorities?
2. The Council recognises that much of the new infrastructure provision will be steered to the main areas of new growth, primarily in and around Oxford and the A34 corridor.  However there remains a backlog of infrastructure provision in Witney to meet the growth levels set out in existing and previous Structure Plans (including the long awaited Cogges Link Road first proposed some 20 years ago and listed in the South East Implementation Plan).
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
