Matter 8Gii – Housing and Environment
Delete Policy GAT1 and replace with the following policy, or similar:

“POLICY GAT1:

SPATIAL STRATEGY

The distribution of growth and development within the Sub-region will be determined through Local Development Frameworks in accordance with the following locational guidance and principles:

i    The existing settlement pattern and its setting within pleasant countryside will be maintained and enhanced.

ii    The majority of new housing development should be in the form of major development at or adjoining Crawley supporting its role as a Regional Hub and Centre, and other main towns in the north/south and east/west corridor.

iiii   Focus strategic economic and employment development and inward investment in the Crawley / Gatwick area supporting their role as a Regional Hub and Gatwick as an International Gateway, with employment development elsewhere located at the other main towns in the north/south corridor in order to meet sub-regional needs. 

iv    Transport investment to support the focus of development and change in the Crawley / Gatwick area and in the London-Gatwick-Brighton corridor to ensure quality connections to the capital, and the Sussex Coast Sub-region in order to assist in its regeneration.

v     Education investment in the form of combined university and research provision in the Crawley / Gatwick area, in association with the provision of FE facilities to foster education-led sustainable prosperity.

Growth in the Sub-region should be phased to ensure that it can be delivered in a co-ordinated manner in parallel with the necessary social and physical infrastructure and within a local policy framework to be established in LDFs.  Growth should be co-ordinated through a partnership approach between regional bodies, the relevant Local Planning Authorities, local partners, and the statutory bodies.  Where appropriate, joint working should be undertaken, including joint LDFs where this is needed to address effective cross-border land use issues.  Infrastructure investment should be co-ordinated through joint working to ensure an equitable mechanism of pooling and collecting funding from all sources so as to ensure delivery in parallel with major development.”

Amend Policy GAT2 by changing the sub-regional total annual housing rate of provision from “1,650” to about “2,400” and the total provision from “33,000” to about “48,000”.
