Is the proposed housing provision for the sub-region at the most appropriate level, having regard to social, economic and environmental considerations?

We do not have a view on the most appropriate level of housing provision as a large number of factors need to be considered in determining this, which we feel the appropriate Local Planning Authorities are better placed to do.  The early consideration of environmental factors such as flood risk management and water quality is essential in determining the appropriate level of housing provision.

The proposed housing will be dependent upon the provision of necessary environmental infrastructure and consideration of the impact of flood risk.  The Gatwick Area Sub-Regional Investment Framework (SRIF) does not currently include enough information on environmental infrastructure to fully inform the provision of housing.  This needs to be informed by our recent project considering the environmental infrastructure needed to accommodate the proposed growth
.  Water quality infrastructure is a particular element of this that will need to be provided in order to help protect the environmental quality of the sub-region.  We outline in our response to question 8Giii.1 the key waste water treatment infrastructure needed to accommodate the proposed growth and where we consider there may be a constraint on growth as a result of water quality issues.

Additionally, in response to question 8Giii.1 we highlight that we do not consider that the flood risk implications have been considered adequately enough across the whole sub-region.  Further consideration of flood risk may influence the housing levels in certain locations where land is at risk of flooding or is required to accommodate flood attenuation measures.

Information regarding waste water infrastructure and flood risk needs to be used to inform the housing provision levels in the sub-regional strategy and whether they can be accommodated.  Please see our response to sub-matter 8Giii for further explanation of the flood risk and wastewater treatment implications of the growth proposals.
