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Question 8Hi.4  What are the implications of the apparent serious misalignment of houses and jobs?

1. The misalignment needs to be seen in context.  Collectively, we should  seek to change and reduce commuting into London, and all expensive, crowded, unsustainable commuting everywhere.  But how, and over what period, and with what end results for both London and London Fringe suburbia?

2. Within the London Fringe sub-region, the best that can realistically be done is to maximise local functional planning links and benefits, i.e.: to try and introduce local sustainable journeys to work and services as much as possible.  This in turn points to the need to maximise the provision of integrated development and transport, and to develop the Regional Hubs to their full public transport and critical mass potential.

Question 8Hi.5  Does the proposed strategy adequately reflect the role and potential of Guildford, Woking and Redhill (Policies LF4 and LF7)?

3. Given the above position, the draft sub-regional strategy gives insufficient weight to the existing role and the need to develop the full potential of the Regional Hubs from their transport hub first principles.  It instead places too much faith in being able to maintain out-commuting and significant unsustainable infill development across suburban parts of the sub-region as seen in recent years, neither of which compare with the development intent of the Hubs.

4. The sustainable development capacity of the three Hubs will vary, but the spatial strategy for this sub-region should start with the strongest possible support for developing and making full use of this capacity.
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
