Examination in Public Draft South East Plan


Following the late submission by Bucks County Council & Aylesbury Vale
District Council to Milton Keynes Parish Councils, Emberton Parish Council 
would like to make the following comments to the South East Plan:-

1.  There is no suitable infrastructure in place.

2.  The lack of infrastructure will put a greater strain on the M1 motorway
      and junction 14  which will remain when J14 is upgraded.

      A new junction 14a would not in this council's view eliminate problems
      as traffic would still be using the busy motorway.

3.  Areas within Milton Keynes should be used up before expanding eastward.  

4.  There is almost gridlock around the link road leading to junction 14 from 
      Newport  Pagnell at the busiest times am and pm.

5.  If this area east of the motorway was to be planned as a new  town (as
     publicised), this new town could go elsewhere in the  UK.

6.  Could a suggestion be that a new motorway/main route or widening of the

A5 be included within the expansion plans to take traffic away from the M1 
in the west of the region.  Surely it will not be long before this becomes essential; so use up the land already available giving the planners more time to consider the alternatives and the best solution.

7.   It was noted at a recent meeting (English Partnership) that without the
      upgrade of junction 14, there 'would be no expansion of Milton Keynes'.  Why 
      put ALL the stress on this side of Milton Keynes, it just does not add up.
